In the Middle School students typically take 5 ‘core’ courses.  These core courses include:

MATHEMATICS

SCIENCE

ENGLISH

SOCIAL STUDIES

MODERN LANGUAGE
(French OR Spanish)

Some non-core classes are also taken.  The non-core classes include:

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

ELECTIVES (Art, Drama, Music, Computer, Quest, etc.)
BLOCK 7 (Band, Chorus, Special Classes)
All core and PE classes are 80 minutes long.  Electives and Block 7 classes are 40 minutes long.  Each instructional block is labeled with a number as to the ‘block’ it is.  Therefore, all students have a Block 1 class, Block 2 class, Block 3 class, etc. … through Block 8.  Each individual student schedule may be different than everyone else’s.

Each day, 4-6 classes are taken.  The following day, the other 4-6 classes are taken.  Refer to the master schedule to get the full idea of how the schedule works.  A four-day rotation is followed.  After day 4, day 1 will follow again.

Classes begin at 8:20 each day and end at 3:20.

After school activities begin at 3:30 and end at 4:50.

On Wednesdays students will be released from classes at 1:15 and buses will leave at 1:30.   Teachers will be involved in professional development sessions every Wednesday afternoon.  Classes on Wednesday will only be 65 minutes long rather than 80.
