Parents who are new to ISK were asked to tell us about some of the different things they have noticed since their son/daughter enrolled at ISK.  Some of the parent comments pertain to Elementary School, some to Middle School and some to High School.   Some of their responses included ..
- PARENT COMMENTS ABOUT THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL 

(K- Grade 5)


There are often a number of activities that involve parents at the ES level.

The ES provides a loving, very open atmosphere.  My child is now more outgoing.

I would like to see more sports-related offerings or after school 
activities offered at the ES level.

The after school activity program offers very positive, non-academic areas of exploration for young children.

I would like to see the children at the ES level interact in sports 
events or other types of events with other schools a few times during the year.
- PARENT COMMENTS ABOUT THE MIDDLE SCHOOL 

  (Grades 6-8)

The Humanities program includes a study of Africa.  Most other schools do not offer this.


There is great effort put forth at the MS level to communicate with parents. 

I would like to see more opportunities for parental involvement at the MS level. 

The teaching style lacks “drilling,” which means that students are required to do more on their own.  This has helped to encourage my child to open up more and become more willing to ask 
questions at home about homework.


The teachers at the MS level have been very helpful.

The amount of work at the MS level some times seems like a lot but this has helped my child to learn better time management skills in order to meet required deadlines.
- PARENT COMMENTS ABOUT THE HIGH SCHOOL 

(Grades 9-12)


A friendly, relaxed atmosphere exists between teachers and students.


I would like to see more non-competitive, physically active sports or 

activities offered for HS students.

I like the continuous assessment in the HS classes as opposed to one off exams.  This helps to keep the students interested in their 
different classes.

The academic program at the HS level is more challenging for my son/daughter than it was at his/her previous school.


Both the Art and Music programs are excellent.  


Parental involvement at the HS level is excellent. 

Communication with parents at the HS level is wonderful.  Teachers often inform parents about issues of concern in addition to things that are going great for my son/daughter.
GENERAL COMMENTS 
In the Nairobi community there is a misconception about the percentage of U.S. students attending ISK.  People talk as if the 
student body is 90% American when in fact it’s much less than that ... usually about 30%.   

Parents should be aware that ISK is the best place, in terms of adjustment, for those considering sending their children to university 
in the U.S.
